This year we increased our network in terms of collaboration with different organizations. Our
collaboration with SUITS Care India led to a productive outcome. We organized SaveYO - a quiz to
spread awareness about blood donations. This quiz witnessed more than 22,000 registrations
and more than 13,000 participants in the quiz. More than 80,000 individuals were reached with
the awareness programs.

Our collaboration with educational institutes like Vasireddy Venkatadri Institute of
Technology(VVIT), KKR & KSR Institute of Technology and Science(KITS), and Hindu College,
Guntur, allowed us to create a change in the student community with the help of the student
community. We organized awareness sessions and offered volunteering and internship activities
to the students of these institutes.

The phenomenal increase in our reach this year to impact more lives is completely because of our
volunteers. The student volunteers turned out to be the best leaders and took independent
decisions to impact more lives. It is our responsibility to recognize dedicated volunteers. So we
started recognizing the best-performing branches and volunteers who are contributing to best
of the society.

We distributed Bhavishya
books, the book with data containing various career opportunities and
scholarships available for students. We organized six Children's Fests, a
special activity to identify hidden talents in students, across our
branches. With the initiative Diksuchi, we have reached more students
and prepared them for their careers. With Diksuchi we organized career
guidance sessions, placement preparation sessions, and specially
organized corporate mock exams to help undergraduate students
prepare for their placements.

We organized specialized workshops to enhance the skills of
students and help parents and guardians in proper parenting. We started
tuition to provide academic support to the students. We tracked the student
performance in terms of academics, behavior, and all-round performance. We
organized monthly performance review meetings to discuss the performance
with the parent and guardian. We went to the schools where the students
study and took specific feedback about the particular student. To increase
creativity among students we started organizing Activity Saturday - where
students attend tuition without bags and do various activities to develop a
new skill. We started celebrations with students of Project Vaaradhi.

The
quiz witnessed more than 22,000 registrations and more than 13,000
participants. The quiz created a significant impact to raise awareness about
blood donation. We organized 14 blood donation camps this year and collected
more than 1,000 units of blood. We organized three medical camps. We
organized online health awareness sessions. With the project, we reached
more than 83,000 individuals.

We organized skill
development sessions and programs for the children at Sharon Orphanage to
provide them the ability to live their lives independently when they leave the
orphanage.
